Based on Traditional and Familiar stories

Plant bulbs and seeds and predict what will happen.


Observe and classify the seeds and bulbs we can eat safely.


Conduct investigations into what plants need to survive and record these changes on charts.


Apply this to animals including humans, what do living things need to survive?

Find out about and explore the festival of:


Diwali: To know that Diwali is a happy occasion celebrated by Hindus


To know that Diwali involves special events, artefatcs and traditions


Advent and Christmas:  To know that Christmas is important to Christians because it celebrates the birth of Jesus.


To know that Christmas is a special, happy time of the year involving special stories, events, artefacts and traditions


To know that the bible is the source for information about Jesus’ birth


Through investigative and creative work children will become familiar with these celebrations and festivals.
