Children can use books, comics, posters and the internet to research the clothes and accessories worn by a range of superheroes.


Children can use the information gathered to design their own superhero/super hero costume/ super hero accessories.


Children can choose from a variety of tools, resources and equipment as detailed above and select the most suitable for the products to be made.  This can involve the children experimenting to see which are most suitable. 


Children can wear/play with their super hero gear and use it as inspiration for art work and creative writing.  Children can evaluate the success of their makes!

Re-enact the Grace Darling story using the outdoor environment
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Religious and Moral Story

Mathematics 


Count to ten, forwards and backwards, beginning with 0 or 1, or from any given number.


Count, read and write numbers to 10 in numerals and words.


Given a number, identify one more or one less.


Identify and represent numbers using objects and pictorial representations including the number line, and use the language of: equal to, more than, less than (fewer), most, least.


Count and sort objects into groups. Count one more and one less.  Count the total amount in each group. Compare groups using language such as equal, more/greater, less/fewer and introduce = , > and < symbols. Order groups of objects and numbers and learn ordinal numbers (1st, 2nd, 3rd ….) Learn how to correctly use a numberline when counting.
