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Mathematics

Growing and seasonal changes:


Observe changes to trees and other plants in our school environment.  Learn names of some of these plants


Plant a range of flowering plants; observe, record the growth and find out which insects are attracted to the plants and why 


Observe and discuss different shapes of leaves in plants grown,





By the Sea:


Identify the ‘life’ that lives by the coast.  


Increase chn’s knowledge of wildlife/fish life/plant life that live in the habitat of our coastal areas.  Learn about the structure/diet/habitat of these creatures.


Collect materials from the beach eg shells; sort natural and man-made


Make habitat boxes for coastal habitat.


Investigate life at the coast during field work trip


Investigation: how do different materials change in sea water over time?

Geography

Look at globe, locate and name oceans and North Sea


Use the geographical language when finding out about the seaside and compare the features to Alnwick, Polar Regions and farm land.


Make a collage of a coastal landscape and label using geographical vocabulary.


Look at aerial photographs of local rivers joining the sea and name them.


Look at pictures of cliffs/dunes and discuss 


Find out about local ports and harbours, what they look like, what their function is and the people who work there





Investigation: how does the sea affect the landscape.  Test with sand and water.


When at the beach, chn to photograph coastal features seen.  Complete tally/tick chart and label the features on the photos back in the classroom.
