Lit – initial sounds, ‘writing’ for a purpose, drawing a story, emergent writing, writing own name, using non-fiction books


Maths – matching numerals to quantity to 20 and beyond, counting on and back, doubling and halving, counting in 10s, addition and subtraction within 10, graphing, measuring


UtW – planting and growing, new life and lifecycles, minibeast classification, finding out on the internet, e-safety.

Maths – matching numerals to quantity to 20 and beyond, graphing, sharing fairly, one more than/one less than, counting on, 2D and 3D shapes, language of time, language of money, doubling and halving, estimating


UtW –  Chinese New Year, Easter, Mothering Sunday, Shrove Tuesday, Winter and Spring


EAD – changing sounds, texture, joining techniques, woodwork skills, making different breads, observational pictures
